Land Acknowledgement

It is important to recognize that the Gur Sikh Temple stands on the unceded territory of the Sto:lo
peoples. This land was unlawfully taken and claimed by colonial powers and we acknowledge that
this is the unceded and ancestral land of the Sto:lo.

We recognize that the stories of transnational marriages and migrations contribute to the colonization of
Indigenous lands. Although most immigrants who came to this country were unaware of the history and
legacies of Canadian oppressive powers (which continue today), it is important to understand how our
presence as settlers contributes to the colonial enterprise.

Most of the photographs in this exhibit were taken in the Abbotsford Gur Sikh Temple, where you are
currently standing. It is fitting that this exhibition takes place here to recognize the importance of this
gurdwara as a significant site in the story of Panjabi Sikh migration and settlement to Canada.
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
